Quite the turn-around! 

 
At the conclusion of the 2008 season 
the future of the American Sim Racing 
Series was in doubt.  Low car counts 
and freak incidents had taken their 
toll on the series officials and the 
outlook was grim.   
 
After a three week break for the 
December holidays, the ASRS came 
back in fine fashion.  New faces began 
to populate the races and the 
competition level jumped up.   
 
Drivers like Walt Sova, Ron Fox, Adam 
Zuidema who returned after a dismal 
start to the 2007 season and many 
more became regulars.  The first race 
of the 2009 Outlaw Paintshop All 
American Series saw 18 drivers take 
the green flag and those 18 drivers 
also caught a glimpse of what short 

track racing should be like with a 53 
lap run of green flag side by side, 
action packed racing at the ½ mile 
New Smyrna Speedway.   
 
The following week 20 drivers showed 
up for the 100 lap race in Myrtle 
Beach.  Some of the drivers felt as if 
they had to get on it early and make 
up time while they could and the 
caution flag flew several times in the 
Myrtle Beach event.  Ditto for the 
third event of the season at I-70 
Speedway, where the tires wear 
quickly and contact is inevitable 
around the Missouri bullring.   
 
After a week off for the Truck Series 
in Atlanta the series returned to 
ŀŎǘƛƻƴ ŀǘ hƘƛƻΩǎ {ŀƴŘǳǎƪȅ {ǇŜŜŘǿŀȅΦ  
23 drivers showed up to attempt the 
20 car starting field.  The cautions 
continued as drivers were challenged 
by the flat track in Sandusky.  
Following the race, several drivers 
were issued warnings about 
aggressive racing early in the event. A 
familiar name returned to the All 
American Series at Sandusky and took 
home the top prize.  Brad Wrenn, 
who joined ASRS over the winter 
months held off several late race 

challenges and won his very first ASRS 
sanctioned event.   
 
The turnaround is not limited to just 
the All American Series though.  The 
Camping World Truck Series has seen 
growth over 2008.  17 drivers were 
credited with attempting the Atlanta 
race, 15 actually took the green flag.  
A drastic improvement over the 10 
drivers that were credited with 
attempting the event in 2008.   
 
The new Late Model Sportsman 
Series, which replaced the Modified 
and National Series on Wednesday 
nights saw 15 drivers take the green 
flag for the initial event, compared to 
seven for the final National Series 
event and six for the final Modified 
Series event.   
 
The entire dynamic has changed at 
ASRS, with a friendly atmosphere and 
a stronger emphasis placed on the 
community aspect of the league.  A 
much more laid back style of 
officiating has been welcomed by 
drivers and has resulted in better on 
track racing.

Known for close finishes and long 
green flag runs, Kansas Speedway has 
hosted the ASRS Camping World 
Truck Series in each of the previous 
four seasons.   

 
2008 was no exception, featuring 
close racing and a close finish with EJ 
McDonell beating Andy Warren by a 
nose.   
 
A race that historically has featured 
few cautions, in fact the most 
cautions to fly at Kansas was three, 
fuel mileage and tire management are 

the key to making a trip to Victory 
Lane.   
 
The list of past winners at the Atlanta 
Motor Speedway includes Marty 
Walter, Eric Bannenberg, Eddie Alves 
and EJ McDonell.  It is a little known 
fact that no series champion has ever 
won at the 1.5 mile tri-oval.
